Talks: Each talk is limited to 25 minutes with an additional 5 minutes for discussion. It would help us greatly if the speaker keeps to the time allocated in order to allow the other speakers sufficient time to address the Conference. If however a speaker feels that 25 minutes is not enough time for his/her topic, an extended version of his/her paper can be published in the book of the Conference, while the 25 minute limit will be retained for the presentation of his/her paper at the Conference itself. 
Handouts: You should prepare your own handouts, and 40-50 copies will be enough for your audience.

Abstract: The Scientific Committee of the Conference will reject any proposal without an abstract, which should reach us before December 2011. Your abstract should be around 250 words, and it should contain the main sources of your research as well as the main points of your talk.
Academic Research: Papers will be accepted from accredited academics in the field, and please note that the Scientific Committee of the Conference will be very strict in only accepting papers relevant to the main theme of the conference. We do not accept papers of any published work, and all interventions on contemporary politics are forbidden in any session of the Conference. If you wish to inform us of an important published work or project, please let us know and we will give you time during a special session of the Conference dedicated for this kind of interventions. However, your request should be in harmony with the main principles of our Conference, and there is no need to present a work which is well known to most participants. 
CV: We need your CV if you are a new contributor to the Conference.

Email Version: If you wish to send an email version, it must contain no non-European characters as these are distorted by email and will make the paper unreadable. Also please do not send any PDF files as these cannot be edited or sent for type-setting. 
Stylesheet: You are most welcome to follow your own stylesheet, but please remain consistent within your paper. If you have doubts about style guidelines please contact us and we will send you an ARAM stylesheet. 
Proofs and Printing: We need about one year to finalise and to print the book of the Symposiums, but you will ‎receive a final proof of your paper before it is sent to print.‎
The proceedings of the Syriac and Arabic Conferences will be published in the “Parole de l’Orient” (Holy Spirit University Lebanon) which requires the following:
1- The text should be submitted in hardcopy and on CD.
Please indicate the word processing package you have used to write your paper, and whether the CD is for PC or Macintosh. If the manuscript contains non-roman fonts (e.g. Greek, Arabic, Syriac, Coptic, Hebrew,...), use Unicode fonts. If Unicode fonts are not available, always include the used fonts on your disk or CD.
2- Photographs should be numbered separately as Pl.; they are printed as black and white plates. Maps, diagrams and figures should be provided on separate sheets duly numbered as Fig. Authors should mark in the margin of their printout where Fig. are to be inserted. The publisher has the right to refuse any (photo)graphic material or other digital illustration material that is of insufficient quality to be reproduced in the journal according to the publisher’s own expertise and judgement.
3- Instructions for illustration material:
Authors should submit camera-ready illustrations of professional quality (original drawings, plans, etc., or glossy photographic prints, preferably no larger than 21.5 by 28 cm). Illustrations should be numbered consecutively and marked (in soft pencil) on the reverse with the author’s name and indication of top.
